The book is devoted to the modern culture of the Dogon, perhaps the most famous people of Tropical
Africa. Amusing everyvday sketches of the Malian life and custom complement academically accurate descrip-
tions of the culture and ethnography of the Dogon and other peoples of Mali. The author pays much attention
to descriptions of life in villages he has visited, their culture and religion, as well as monuments of fine art
and architecture. The book critically analyzes the stereotypes of perception of the Dogon culture, generated
mainly by the French ethnological school, and shows the reasons for the appearance of such stereotypes.

The author has written his book in the genre of travel notes. He describes the road from the capital
of the Republic of Mali Bamako to the Bandiagara Highlands, with detailed excursions into the history
of each city and people through whose territory the path to the Dogon Country runs, moreover, in con-
nection with the history and culture of the Dogon itself. The book is richly illustrated with original, for
the most part, photographs (4 maps, 106 black and white and 24 color illustrations), has a chronological
table and an index of geographical and ethnic names, clan names and proper names, as well as a list of used
literature. The book is intended for historians and cultural scientists, Africanists, students and graduate
students, as well as anyone interested in the history, culture and art of tropical Africa.
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
